Flashlight with lanyard and several spare batteries (AA Maglite, with removable red lens cover, is preferred – red preserves your night vision)


Deck shoes 


Long sleeve shirt (for sun protection – cotton okay, quick dry preferred)

Long sleeved trousers (for sun protection – cotton okay, quick dry preferred)


Changes of clothing suitable for 85 degree days and 55 degree nights

Pillow case(s) (stuff soft gear inside to use as pillow when sleeping)


Warm weather sleeping bag or blanket

Towels (2) 

Washcloth


Toilet items 


Swimming suit 

Large garbage bags (line sea bag and keep clothes inside bag to stay dry) 


Large zip-lock bags for clothes and equipment 


Wide brimmed hat with attachment strap (so it won’t be blown overboard and lost)


Knitted watch cap/stocking cap

Prescription/sun glasses with strap 


Cash and major credit card or travelers checks


Chapstick (your lips may become dry otherwise)

Suntan lotion or sun block (the sun will be INTENSE, and reflected off water as well)


Aloe or skin lotion or Noxzema (to soothe already sunburned skin)

Box of baby wipes (for a quick body wipe down – shower may not be practical underway)

Blank journal book and pen/pencil (to keep a log of your adventure)
Optional, but recommended:

Camera and accessories, in doubled zip-loc bags (to protect camera from dampness) 

Laundry bag (small daypack could be substituted, and then used ashore for carrying supplies)


Roll of quarters for Laundromat


Small container of laundry soap 

Bug repellant
