1. This schedule is based on the best available information as the revision date below.  Obviously, some things are definite, and some are “best guess.”  Changes may occur.  The assumption is that we need to get to Bermuda as quickly as possible not only because it’s a race, but because Garth needs to fly out of Bermuda to Cape Cod to run the National Sea Scout Sailing Cup Races.  Lorna will take Garth’s place for the return trip.  Bryon Long will sail down to Bermuda, but needs to depart the adventure there.

2. The reason for stopping in New Bern, NC is that the Brennemans have family there who can help us reprovision less expensively than in Bermuda, and it provides a different way back home for the sake of variety.  It also makes the voyage as a whole a race down and a more leisurely cruise on the way back home.

3. We are developing contacts with the Bermuda Sea Cadets at their Training Ship T/S Admiral Sommers and hope to be able to spend time with them seeing “the REAL Bermuda”.  It would also be a nice youth-to-youth exchange opportunity.

4. The two days allowed to travel from New Bern, NC to Norfolk may be problematic due to speed limitations on the Intracoastal Waterway (ICW) and its poor, unrepaired condition since last fall’s Hurricane Isabel.  It is possible we might have to skip Manteo, NC and also to travel at night on the ICW (not generally desirable) to keep to our schedule.
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
