Our goal it to offer a venue for the largest, most exciting gathering ever in history for all Sea Scouts from across the nation and around the world.

This exciting and historic event will take place in Baltimore Maryland’s Inner Harbor, home to 

· FORT McHENRY – Birthplace of the Star Spangled Banner.

· PRIDE OF BALTIMORE II – Maryland’s 1812-era clipper privateer.

· U.S.S. CONSTELLATION – the last all-sail warship built for the U.S. Navy.

· U.S.C.G.C. TANEY – The last ship still afloat to have returned fire at Pearl Harbor.

· S.S. JOHN W. BROWN – the only World War II Liberty Ship still steaming under her original power plant.

· U.S.N.S. COMFORT (T-AH 20) – The U.S. Navy’s Atlantic Fleet Hospital Ship.

· USS TORSK (SS 423) – The Galloping Ghost of the Japanese Coast – a WW II attack submarine. 

· CHESAPEAKE LIGHTSHIP 116 – The welcoming beacon to ships of the world as they entered the Chesapeake Bay.

· SEVEN FOOT KNOLL LIGHTHOUSE - the oldest surviving screw-pile lighthouse built as an aid to navigation on the Chesapeake Bay

· NATIONAL AQUARIUM IN BALTIMORE - 10,500 specimens of 560 different species including the dolphin display, rooftop rainforest, central ray pool, and multiple-story shark tanks.

· MARYLAND SCIENCE CENTER - displays include physical science, space, earth science, the human body, and blue crabs that live in the Chesapeake Bay.

· FELLS POINT MARITIME MUSEUM – exhibits that focus on the history of shipbuilding at Fells Point.
· Steam Tug BALTIMORE – the last hand-fired steam-driven tug boat in the U.S. today.

Four Days of Celebrations are planned to mark one hundred years of service to the youth of America through the Sea Scouting program.  The culmination will be a Fleet Review of the Parade of Small Ships on Saturday as they sail past Fort McHenry.  Saturday night will feature a huge birthday party with cake, candles, fireworks, and dancing.

Arrive by boat, train, plane, or vehicle, but you need to be here to experience this once-ever event.  Vessel berthing accommodations will be available in the inner harbor for Sea Scout ships arriving by water.  Sea Scout units arriving by other means can be accommodated in authentic World War II troop ship accommodations onboard the Liberty Ship JOHN W. BROWN or crew berthing onboard USCGC TANEY, the submarine USS TORSK, or the USS CONSTELLATION.  A Sea Scout/USPS water-taxi service will provide ferry service between BROWN and the principal commemorative venue.
