Here is a reminder of the current official activities for Ship 25 this year:

· Maryland Maritime Heritage Festival at Annapolis, MD on 27 April

· Monocacy canoe race at Creagerstown State Park, MD on 5 May

· Nygard Regatta at Naval Station Annapolis, MD on 24-27 May

· Chesapeake Squadron Sailing Regatta at Rocky Point State Park, MD on 15 June

· NE Region Sea Scout Sailing Championships at the United States Coast Guard Academy, New London CT, on 28-30 June

· ScoutFleet 2002 celebration in New York City, NY on 26-28 July

· Turner Creek Rendezvous at Gunpowder Falls State Park, MD on 13-15 September

Here are the current registration deadlines for various events (all registration fees are payable to “Ship 25 BSA”):

· 11 April 2002 – Monocacy Canoe Race - $5 for registration and food.

· 11 April 2002 – Chesapeake Squadron Sailing Regatta $20 for registration and food.

· 11 April 2002 – Nygard Regatta (ABSOLUTE) - $37 for registration and food.  US Navy liability release forms must also be signed by parents and in the possession of Skipper Kain not later than this date (ABSOLUTE).  Also needed by the deadline:

· Model of vehicle
· 11 April 2002 - NE Regional Sailing Championships at Coast Guard Academy, New London, CT - $35 for registration and food.  It appears that no-cost lodging has been obtained, but confirmation is still pending.  Late registrations may be accepted up to 6 June, but late registrants will accompany the ship as race supporting staff only – no boat will have been reserved for them in which to sail.

· 25 April 2002 – Maryland Maritime Heritage Festival at Annapolis, MD – no cost.  Bring your own food money, or a packed lunch and supper.

· 23 May 2002 – ScoutFleet weekend, New York City – The deadline for the early bird discount has passed.  Additional registrations can still be accepted up to 23 May 2002, but the cost is now $41 and late registrants will not receive the ScoutFleet medal.  All participants will share the additional cost of food during the event, as well as modest accommodation costs at Camp Pouch on Staten Island, both of which costs are not yet known with certainty.
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
